We received a contribution of 7,694 tokens ($769) from the students of Sylvan Learning!  Your generosity and selflessness brought tears of joy to the people of Haiti.  The collection of tokens will benefit two areas of Haiti- Zorange and Bainet. 

 In Zorange, I am happy to report the entire roof from our school is intact after the earthquake.  That’s the good news.  The bad news is both the school and clinic are shut down because there has been extensive damage to both.  Since the earthquake nobody sleeps in homes anymore, including Zorange.  People gather on the soccer field every night until the first rain storm.  They even hold church service on the soccer field. 

In Bainet, there are some damaged homes but it doesn’t look as bad as Port au Prince.  As we were to begin the gutting of the hospital for renovations, the earthquake struck.  The exterior walls are up but it seems that nature has begun the gutting process for us.  The floors are down as is the deck.  The dormitory is perfect.  There appears to be no visible damage.  
If there can be a blessing in this disaster, it is that we can begin/resume construction and soon be able to have our missionaries, doctors, nurses and other medical staff travel to Haiti to serve the people who are in such desperate need of medical care.
