WHAT IS THE ACT TEST?

The ACT is a 3 hour, 25 minute college admissions test made up of 5 different sections.

READING SECTION

The reading section of the ACT consists of 40 multiple-choice questions that must be answered in 35 minutes.  There are 4 passages, each of which is followed by 10 questions, which means that, on average, students have 9 minutes to read and answer questions for each passage
.

MATH SECTION

The math section of the ACT consists of 60 questions that must be answered in 60 minutes.  Questions range from basic math through Trigonometry.

ENGLISH SECTION

The English section of the ACT consists of 75 multiple-choice questions that must be answered in 45 minutes.  There are 5 passages, which are followed by, typically, 15 questions each.  The questions will focus on punctuation, grammar, sentence structure, organization, and style.

SCIENCE SECTION

The science section of the ACT consists of 40 multiple-choice questions that must be answered in 35 minutes.  There are 7 science passages, each followed up by 5-7 questions.

ESSAY SECTION

The essay section of the ACT is optional, but a great many colleges will want to see a writing sample, so it is recommended that students take this essay section at least once.  Students are required to write a persuasive essay on a given topic in 30 minutes.  The essay will be scored on a scale of 2=12 and based on an overall impression.
